Friends Of Deep Eddy (FODE)

May 18th 2011

The Friends reconvened themselves for their regular beginning of summer meeting and most everyone stayed around from the just adjourned Annual Meeting.

Leon reported meetings he has had with the family of long time Friend Lewis Cook who recently passed. To commemorate Lewis’s life the family wants to dedicate two benches at the pool in Lewis’s name and another bench to honor Lewis’s God Father John Burroughs.  They have very generously pledged $7,500 for the installation, through PARD, of the three benches, and Leon, on behalf of FODE, has agreed to the proposed installations which will be done during the pool rehabilitation project. We then had a general discussion on the future placement of memorials to Friends no longer with us. The Friends in conjunction with PARD are going to need to come up with a plan as these requests for memorialization will continue to be brought to us. 

Wanda Montemeyor then gave us an update on the Deep Eddy Mural Project. Right now her group is looking at the weekend of 4-5 June to begin the installation with an estimated completion of 18 June.  They are working in cooperation with KLRU to do a documentary video of the project in its entirety as an example of a very successful collaborative community mural project. This will be the largest such mural in Austin. There will be a party at the unveiling and all Friends are invited. These folks have done great work and are rightfully proud of their accomplishment. I know PARD is very appreciative of their efforts. Wanda then passed out unfired clay tiles for the individual Friends in attendance to put their marks on.  

Under pool maintenance, PARD tells us the continuing drought could cause the current drain and fill schedule (M-W-F) to be juggled somewhat depending on how the wells work. Early days but a concern. General maintenance of the pool itself was complimented by all. The maintenance of the historically accurate landscaping in the men’s dressing room (grass and banana plants) and the planters in the woman’s area were discussed. Everything seems to be getting the required care. Jim and Rachael Moy (of Jim-Jim’s Water Ice fame) look to be opening the bathhouse concession area beyond weekends come Memorial Day.

As for the reconstruction of the pool shell project, right now we are looking at a start of no earlier than the end of the 2012 swim season. The Barton Springs bypass project makes this a tentative start date as that project has priority and the City does not want both pools down at the same time. In answer to a question, Tom stated that his understanding was that the currently projected cost of the project is locked in so the delay is not going to be problematic in that way. Even though the project will encompass only the repair and partial replacement of the pool’s bottom and not the sides, with all the other work such as the new decking, the expansion of the water circulation function, the extension of the pool to the west to allow zero slope entry and other ADA compliance requirements, Tom states the project could take 9 months. Unfortunately that may be a realistic time estimate. General discussion of the new landscaping envisioned to the east of the bathhouse and of historic signage for the pool.  

A general discussion of swimming etiquette ended the meeting. As last year’s minutes stated, if folks would keep that friendly Texas attitude and strive for a cooperative spirit, and perhaps adjust their swimming times where possible, the summer should go smoothly. 

Having exhausted topics of discussion, we adjourned.
